SECOND CLASS 
❍ Map & Compass, map symbols. 

❍ Hike 5 Miles from map you make. 

❍ Care, Sharpen & Use a Knife & Ax. 

❍ Identify Wild Animals. 

❍ Understand Safe Swim & Swim 50 yards 

using two strokes. 

 

FIRST CLASS 
❍ Find directions day & night, without 

compass. 

❍ With Compass, follow orienteering course 

using measures of height, width, distance. 

❍ Patrol cook: breakfast, lunch, dinner menu; 

secure ingredients, supervise fire, cook, 
grace and supervise cleanup. 

❍ Identify Native plants. 

❍ Tie timber hitch, clove hitch. Lash with 

square, shear & diagonal to make a camp 
gadget. 

❍ Tie & know what a bowline knot is for. 

❍ Swim 100 yards, use three strokes, float.
